Established in 1909, the Indianapolis Motor Speedway has long
prevailed as an icon of motorsports excellence. The legend of “The 
Brickyard” has been forged through the Indianapolis 500, the largest 
single-day sporting event on Earth, and has expanded through other 
annual world-class motorsports events at the track. The distinctive 
character of the facility, privately owned by the Hulman-George
family since 1945, reinforces references as “The Greatest Race Course 
in the World.”

In this tradition of excellence, the Indianapolis Motor Speedway has 
partnered with the EOS Estate Winery to create a proprietary series of 
limited, reserve wine offerings.

Winemaker’s Vintage Notes: 2006 was a great vintage for red wines
on the Central Coast, with near-perfect weather. Crop loads were
balanced on the vine, and the long, warm summer allowed the sugar, 
acid and fruit to mature optimally. We began seeing deep, rich char-
acters during fermentation and knew it was going to be a stellar year.

Barrel Regime: A mix of new, 1 year old, 2 year old and neutral French 
and American oak barrels, integrated to balance structure and flavors.

Aromas: Blackberry, molasses, sage and hints of smokey oak.

Mouth: Big, rounded fruit flavors of blackberry, blueberry and cassis 
fill the mouth. The barely contained fruit has edges of leather, earth,
tar and sage leading into the finish.

Finish: The leather lingers on the palate with subtle hints of smoke, 
leaving the mouth watering for more.
 
Food pairing: Red meat from wild game and rich, buttery sauces.
